at Village Bagla; Bhomi Poojan for taking up construction work and support
from University Grants Commission.



The members expressed their happiness and placed on record their
appreciatians on passing out of the first batch of the students and having first
Alumni of the Central University of Jammu. Members suggested to maintain
the data bank of the Alumni from the first batch itself for close co-ordination
with them in future.
