It gives me immense satisfaction and pleasure to
present 7th Annual Report of Central University of Jammu for the
session 2017-2018. The University in a short span of time has
been able to carve a niche for itself at regional as well at national
levels. The report showcases gamut of activities, events and
achievements of departments and branches of the university in
respect of academic, extension and research pursuits

“*The Central University of Jammu came into existence
with a mandate to be one of India's leading universities offering
innovative, responsive and high quality educational |
opportunities at undergraduate, post graduate and research
levels.The Central University of Jammu started functioning from
08th August 2011 with just three Post Graduate courses and one
research programme. Presently, the University is offering 45
programmes: 16 Post Graduate, 20 research oriented, 04 Five Year Degree, 01 Four Year Integrated, and 02
Vocational types at Under-graduate level under the aegis of 13 Departments. One Diploma course each is being
offered by the Community College and Yoga Centre. Recently, the University has succeeded in establishing
Satish Dhawan Centre for Space Science with entire funding from Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO).
The University is among a few central universities to have been sanctioned " Swami Dayanand Sarstwati Chair"
by the UGC.

The Department of Human Resource Management and Organisational Behaviour has been notified as
National Resource Centre by MHRD under Pandit Madan Mohan Malviya National Mission on Teachers and
Teaching (PMMMNMTT).At present more than 1200 students from across the length and breadth of the country
are registered for various academic and research programmes in various disciplines.

Kendriya Vidyalaya has been operationalized by the University in 2017-18 with an initial intake of 177.
The University is successful in shifting of all Departments and 02 Research Centres to its main campus situated
atRahya Suchani (Bagla), in the Samba district of Jammu division.

Despite various constraints, the University has succeeded in providing the students all basic facilities
and requirements necessary for promoting the teaching-learning process. University has witnessed significant
increase in number of applicants opting for the various programmes offered by the University which is a
testimony of sheer hard work done by teaching fraternity of CUJ during the last few years. In the year 2014-
2015 only 2798 (approx), 23400 in 2017-18 applications was received by the University against 30000 in 2018-
19. It is pertinent to mention here that the University is part of The collegium of ten Central Universities for
admission entrance test. The University also has been successful in attaining an All India character by admitting
students and research scholars across diverse regions of the country, thereby offering a testimony to the
nationalistic bonding and the academic spectrum of the Central University of Jammu.

The University has so for awarded 17 PhDs, and 103 M.Phil degrees. At present 112 Integrated M.Phil-
PhD/ Ph.D scholars across 12 departments are pursuing their research programmes. The University is able to
mobilize resources from various funding agencies for research. The CUJ faculty has been awarded prestigious
National/International Fellowships, project funding and recognition and is constantly contributing to various
governmental and non- governmental sectors through research, consultancy and outreach activities. At
present, more than 56 major/minor research projects of academic and social relevance are undertaken by the
faculty members. The faculty members are able mobilise 30 crores extra-mural funding from different funding
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To facilitate a student friendly environment and academic enthusiasm, the University is
providing bus service to all students, hostel facilities to limited number of admitted students from
distant areas. Wifi facility on the campus and in hostels, an automated library, basic sports
infrastructure etc. The students of the University succeeded in obtaining prestigious placements,
which serves as a big boost, enabling the students to get groomed in facing any type of competition.
Under this regimen, the University has admirably succeeded in inculcating basic human values and
standards through diverse programmes and courses being currently offered.

The University has signed 23 National and 07 International MoU's, besides obtaining the
membership of apex industry/academic bodies like United Nations Academic Impact, Confederation
of Indian Industry, NHRDN, ISTD, AOITA, AIMA, ISTD, Jammu Chamber of Commerce and Industries,
etc. The University has the distinction of signing a very exceptional MoU with CUHP, CUK, which will
greatly enhance the mobility of students, the teaching faculty, also facilitating the transfer of credits,
something unique and the first of its kind across the country.

Commensurating with the national agenda and local requirements for inculcating
entrepreneurial skills among students and the local population, the University has established
Institution Innovation Council and University Business Incubation Centre for fostering start-up culture.
The growth of the University clearly reflects a visible upward graph in the area of teaching and learning,
quality research and publication. This progressive developmental trend is quite visible in infrastructural
and support facilities. Further, the University is successful in qualitatively enhancing basic facilities in
the class rooms in the form of smart teaching rooms and extensive use of ICT for multiplier effect in all its
multidimensional activities.

The University possesses Faculty from all over the country and four round of selections have
been completed to fill the vacant teaching and non-teaching positions. Many innovative proposals for
increasing the educational opportunities in varied fields of specialisations as submitted by the
University are under consideration of various Ministries of the Govt of India. The University is marching
ahead to address all aspects of higher education and has also adopted five villages in its hintsrland
under Unnat Bharat Abhiyan as part of its social outreach programme. One School from each village is
adopted for undertaking Capacity Building Programme for Teachers/Administrators and Students-
Oriented Support Programmes under PMMMNMTT.

University has taken a series of digital initiatives to become paperless and cashless. The
university has reduced its paper consumption and in the coming months the paper consumption will be
reduced to 1/3rd of 2016-17. Other notable activities include: Quality Improvement measures;
International Fellowships; Eminent Lecture Series; Faculty Induction and Development Programs;
Maiden Convocation; Coaching Classes for Competitive Examinations; Leadership through Sports
Program.

The Directorate of Internal Quality Assurance has been instrumental in NAAC Accreditation of
the University. University has been awarded B+ + with 2.88 Grade point by the NAAC and is ahead of
seven new Central Universities. The University has participated in National Institutional Ranking
Framework (NIRF) with rank 150-200 band.. University has obtained the approval of Management and
M..Tech. (Computer Science and Technology) programmes from All India Council of Technical
Education (AICTE).

The challenges and opportunities are elixir of Higher Education Institutions and the real
catalyst and investments are goodwill and cooperation of all stakeholders: teaching faculty, scholars,
students, administrative staff. Optimism is half the race won. With sustained smart work, support,
camaraderie and goodwill, the Central University of Jammu shall attain new pinnacles of glory in the
year ahead.

About the University

The Central University of Jammu has been established and incorporated by the Central Universities
Act, 2009 (Act No. 25 of 2009) read with the Central Universities (Amendment) Act, 2009 (Act No. 38 of 2009),
with effect from October 20,2009, having its territorial jurisdiction extending over Jammu Division of the State
of Jammu and Kashmir. This University started functioning from August 08, 2011.

. Campus Site

The administrative office of the University is housed in a building at the campus site at Rahya-Suchani
(Bagla), Distt-Samba, (J&K). It has been made functional by providing facilities like computer networking,
furniture, furnishings and other equipments.

In the academic session 2017-18, admission of students shall be made to 19 Teaching Departments
& Vocational Courses viz., Computer Science and Information Technology, Economics, Educational Studies,
English, Environmental Sciences, Business Administration, Mass Communication & New Media,
Mathematics, National Security Studies, Public Policy & Public Administration, Social Work, Tourism
Management, Hindi, Five Year Integrated M.Sc. Course in Botany, Zoology, Chemistry, Physics, M.Sc in
Material Sciences & Technology and M.B.A. in Marketing Management and two research centers. Also,
vocational courses are offered in B.V.oc Retail Management (by Department of Business Administration),
Tourism Management (by Department of Tourism Management), Diploma in Beauty and Wellness under the

The Administration Branch of the Central University of Jammu is looking after the establishment
matters of Administrative (Non-teaching) staff like recruitment, maintenance of service records,
trainings and development, and general administration of the University. The branch endeavours to
create transparency at the functioning level. For smooth functioning of the University administration,
cells/committees are formed brief of some of them is given below:

1 Legal Cell:

The University has established a Legal Cell, responsible for coordination with
Standing Counsel of the University, obtaining necessary approvals before filing of
reply in Courts through Standing Counsel, and maintaining proper registers of Court
cases, Dates of hearing, Notices etc. so as to ensure that no case is unattended /
unrepresented in the concerned court.

2. Innovation Cell:

In pursuance of policy guidelines envisioned by the Hon'ble president of India, in his
capacity as Visitor of all Central Universities during the meeting with the Vice-
Chancellors on February 5, 2014 regarding setting up of Innovation club (IC) in every
Central University, Central University of Jammu has set up Innovation Club in the
University. The Club works towards recognizing the creative and innovative voices at
grass root level to connect the formal R&D, educational and public delivery services
system. The Cell was renamed as “University Innovation Cell” to have greater impact
onimage branding and connecting with public.

3. Placement Cell:

The University has set up a placement Cell at the University level as well as at
Department level. The Placement Cell organized recruitment drive for the students
under UDAAN scheme of Government of India.

4, Grievance Redressal Committee for Non-Teaching employees and for
Students:

The University has separate Grievance Redressal Committee for Non-Teaching
employees and for students. The Committee is empowered to accept and consider
written complaints and petitions in respect of matters directly affecting them
individually or as a group; inquire into the grievances and make recommendations
and report to concerned authorities; or otherwise.

B SC/ST/OBC/PwD Cell:

The University is implementing the reservation policy as per Govt. of India and UGC
Guidelines, 2006 (for Strict Implementation of Reservation policy of Government of
India in Universities) for SC/ST/OBC/PwD in appointments. In line with guidelines,
the University has nominated Liaison Officer for SC/ST, Liaison Officer for OBC and
Liaison Officer for PwD. The University has set up SC/ST/PwD Cell and OBC Cell to
look after the issues of the candidates of the community / category related to
Admission, Employment and other Grievances.
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Advisory Committee:

In pursuance of the UGC Guidelines, 2006 for Strict Implementation of Reservation Policy of
Government of India in Universities, Central University of Jammu has established an
Advisory Committee with Vice-Chancellor as its Chairperson. The Committee reviews the
implementation of reservation policy in admission and capacity building programme for
SC/ST for their successful passing in the examinations.

Sensitization, Prevention and Redressal of Sexual Harassment (SPARSH):

The University is committed to create a conducive workplace environment, for its employees,
faculty, students and research scholars which is free from any form of sexual harassment.

SPARSH (Sensitization, Prevention and Redressal of Sexual Harassment) is functioning at
Central University of Jammu with Apex Body of SPARSH (ABS) and UCC (University
Complaints Committee). It is actively engaged in organizing various activities including
Sensitization Programme and Counselling. Women Empowerment has been taken into
consideration at each step. SAKSHAM an event for physical development and Yoga for
faculty, research scholars and student is one such step. Yoga and physical development is
also taken care of at the University. UBIC (University Business Incubation Centre)
established at CUJ organized special events for Women Empowerment. Also, as an
outreach activity entrepreneurial workshop for female artisans from Jammu Region was
organized in the University.
