Administrative Office

The University started functioning from its Administrative Block at 37 C/C, Gandhi
Magar, Jammu, in a building hired by the erstwhile Central University of Jammu and
Kashmir as its Jammu Camp Office in July, 2009,

The administrative office was later shifted to a spacious hired building at 8/8, Trikuta
Nagar, Jammu on January 01, 2012. The administrative office has been adequately
furnished and facilities like computer networking, furniture, furnishings and office

eguipment were putin place.

Temporary Academic Block- 1

Temporary Academic Block-I (TAB-I) located on Narwal-Sidhra Bye Pass Road, near
Environmental Park, was hired and made fully functional during October 2011 to

accommodate the three Teaching Departments- Department of English and
Comparative Literature, Department of Applied Mathematics and Department of
Economics. Facilities provided at TAB-I include Computer Laboratory with Wi-Fi
Internet Connectivity, Library, Mini Auditorium, Play Field and Cafeteria etc.

Campus Site and its Development

State Government has proposed to allocate 4880 Kanal 19 Marla (Approx. 600
Acres) of land comprising 3000 Kanal of forest land, 1254 Kanal 14 Marla State
land, 584 Kanal 6 Marla private land and 41 Kanal 19 Marla of evacuee's land, for
the establishment of Central University of Jammu at Village Bagla, District
Samba, Jammu Division. The location is at a distance of 25 kms from Jammu City,
the winter capital of Jammu and Kashmir State and 17 kms. from the District
Headquarters of Samba. The nearest Railway Station and Airportare ata distance
of 20 kms. and 25 kms. respectively.

The State Government vide Government Order No. 340-FST of 2010 dated 27-08-
2010, has accorded sanction to the diversion of 3000 Kanal of forest land for
establishment of the Central University of Jammu.

An amount of Rs. 14.085 Crore has been released as land compensation in favour
of Forest Department by the Higher Education Department, J&K Government.

State Higher Education Department has been requested to further release 2.11
Crore on account of Compensatory aforestation to the Forest Department.

Demarcation for possession of land earmarked for the Central University of
Jammu has started and is being undertaken by a team comprising members from
Revenue Department, Forest Department and representatives of the Central
University of Jammu headed by Consultant (Land Management). The team is
assisted by the Police and Administration of District Samba as and when needed.

EdCIL (India) Limited, a Government of India Enterprise, has been contacted for
preparation of the Master Plan for Central University of Jammu. The University
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has placed the job order for preparation of site plan, contour plan and also
selection of an architect for preparation of detailed plan through All India
Architecture Competition.

*  Contour Survey of the site was started last month and is likely to be completed by
May, 2012 and thereafter, the process of Architecture Competition will begin.

*  Topreventany encroachment of the earmearked site, work for fixing of boundary
pillars was undertaken and has already been completed, in most of the Campus
Site boundary.

*  Central Public Works Department has been entrusted with the job of preparing
the estimates for construction of boundary walls of the proposed Campus.

*  State Land measuring 1254 Kanal 14 Marla is under dispute for Title of the Land
between the State Revenue Department and Forest Department. The matter has
been taken up for resolution with higher authorities in the state government.

*  Higher Education Department of the State Government has placed an indent
with the Collector, Land Acquisition Samba for acquisition of the private land
and the evacuee property falling within the proposed site measuring 584 Kanal 16
Marla and 41 Kanal 19 Marla respectively. The State Government has also
released funds for payment of compensation in connection with the
acquisition of land. Matter is also being pursued vigorously by the University
Authorities.
