In the proposed Master course, semester | and Il (48 credits) will be taught at
Department of Nano Sciences and Materials, Central University of Jammu and
semester Il and IV may be taught at Ecole Nationale Superieure de Chimie, de
Biologie et de Physique (ENSCBP), University de Bordeaux 1, France.

The Ecole Nationale Superieure de Chimie, de Biologie et de Physique (ENSCBP),
University de Bordeaux 1, France has given its consent to start joint Master degree
program. They are offering three modular courses. The students depending upon their
background can choose one of these sets for their degree programme.

They have also suggested an agreement under which the students will not pay tuition
fee at Bordeaux but at the host University in India. The University of Bordeaux will also
award them a Master degree based on their performance at ENSCBP Bordeaux. The
University of Bordeaux will teach in English.

The same has also been approved by the Board of Studies of the concerned
Department on 27.04.2017. The Minutes of BoS and module for Course/Syllabi is
enclosed as Annexure- 1V, page no 42- 52.

The proposal was discussed in 8" meeting of Academic Council and was referred to
Executive Council. The proposal was placed before the 13" Executive Council held on
11.09.2017 and it was resolved that the proposal may be referred back to Academic
Council, as around 20 Universities have cancelled such course collaborations.

Further, EC nominated Prof. K.L Chopra to attend the Academic Council meeting to
represent the EC view for above proposal and for the above course collaboration.

As per clause 7 of Ordinance 11 regarding Conditions of Service of Teachers
appointed in the University (Gazette Notified), every teacher confirmed in the service
of the University, shall continue in such service until he/she attains the age of
superannuation as prescribed by the UGC and Govt. of India from time to time.

Further, Dr. Jitendra K. Tripathi, Joint Secretary, University Grants Commission has
informed vide his letter no. F.No. 71-2/2017(CU) dated 12 May, 2017 to amend the
respective Statues regarding enhancement of the age of superannuation of teachers
from 62 to 65 years (Annexure V, Page no. 53).

Section 26 (d) of the Central Universities Act, 2009, inter alia, provides that the
appointment of teachers, academic staff and other employees of the University, there
emoluments and conditions of services shall be prescribed by the Statues 22 (1) to

(4).

Accordingly, Statues 22 needs addition of another point for age of superannuation of
teachers from 62 to 65 years in the said Statue.
