She added that the primary school nearby which was
abandoned earlier was then renovated by the school to run the
classes due to the shortage of classrooms. She added that due
to lack of chairs and tables, the students sit and study on the carpet.

Also the school lacks a peon and a clerk. The kitchen for mid day meal was in good state and there
were washrooms in the school also. A field report was prepared and submitted to DC Samba
